Introduction
The recently formed DRPPP (Devon Road Patient Participation Panel known as P3) first meet on Monday 28th November 2011 joined by Dr Hunt Dr Auckloo Barbara Westcott Practice Manager and Ferne Haxby Head of Customer Services West Kent Primary Care Trust who gave a useful and informative introduction about Patient Participation Groups the history goals/aims/achievements of a group. 
Profile of the DRPPP (Devon Road Patient Participation Panel)

The panel consist of 8 core members 4 males 4 females aged between 47 and 77 years of age. All members are fully registered some have been registered for 25 years plus whilst others more recently; they consist of patients who are married with grown up families; younger family at home; full time employed; self employed; retired; and a Councillor.  
Unfortunately due to a change in work commitments a married couple who made up the 8 withdrew. It is the intention of the DRPPG and Practice to engage 2 patients in the under 30 years age group which would enhance the balance of the panel. 

At the initial engagement of patients for the DRPPG panel the practice identified and approached patients in specific groups. Due to commitments some patients declined therefore not all groups could be represented. However the practice feels that the present panel represents a good age range with experience in public awareness together with knowledge of local and wider issues; engaging the 2 new proposed patients will strengthen this further.

Promoting the Patient Participation Group  
Since September 2011 the practice displayed posters in the surgery waiting areas encouraging patients to sign up for a practice virtual group to date few patients have put their names forward. 
Verbal invites have also been extended to patients by doctors and staff.  The Practice & DRPPP will continue to promote the group by posters, local parish magazines and verbal invites and work together investigating other ways of promoting and encouraging more patients to the group.
